
COLLECTION DEVELOPMENT / MATERIAL SELECTION POLICY 
The Guttenberg Public Library subscribes to the Library Bill of Rights of the American Library Association which affirms its belief in the following basic policies:

As a responsibility of the library service, books and other material selected should be chosen for values of interest, information, and enlightenment of all the people of the community.  In no case should any material be excluded because of race or nationality, or the political or religious views of the writer.

There should be the fullest practicable provisions of material presenting all points of view concerning the problems and issues of our times, international, national, and local; and books or other reading matter of sound factual authority should not be proscribed or removed from the library shelves because of partisan or doctrinal disapproval.

The selection shall be regarded as the function of the librarian.  Patrons, library board members, and staff are all welcome to suggest material for library purchases.

The librarian shall develop procedures for selection, acquisition, maintenance, and weeding of material and equipment.

Donations of books or other library materials are accepted with the understanding that if we do not wish to put them on our shelves we are allowed to dispense them as we see appropriate.  Any donations received in the mail from authors or others may be rejected at the discretion of the librarian.

Periodicals are selected on a yearly basis and are canceled or renewed depending on the interest shown.  
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
